Dr Orkun Saka has published
an article in the Journal of
Money, Credit and Banking,
entitled 'Domestic Banks As
Lightning Rods? Home Bias and
Information during the Eurozone
Crisis’.

The paper provides evidence that the home bias
in sovereign exposures exhibited by the
European banks during the Eurozone crisis could
also be explained by the informational advantage
that domestic banks have (vis-a-vis foreign
banks). It therefore cannot be fully attributed to
the moral suasion potentially imposed by the
European governments on their domestic banks.
